Panel #1 – for panel #1 I chose to do a Pattern panel.  I chose the brownish-orange color as the background because I associated this with the Southwest which is also what I associate the museum with.  I entered 9 panels and filled 8 of them with the pictures of the petroglyphs and chose the museum symbol as the center image to help with symmetry.  I chose to use the term ‘Rockin’ as a play-on-words at the top to add some lightheartedness to the panel.
Panel #2 – for panel #2 I chose to do a contrast panel.  I chose black and white as the colors because I really wanted to do a black and white panel and I felt that it added to the contrast theme.  I also chose to highlight the old image of the rock against the new image of the ultra-modern looking museum, thus creating even more contrast.  The last thing I did was to add the wording “where old . . . meets new” and set them at opposite angels to the picture as further contrast.
Panel #3 – after doing a couple of panels I chose the proportion panel as my panel #3.  For the proportion panel I chose to use an orange color, again reminding me of the southwest.  I added wording going in different directions and added different sized text boxes at perpendicular angels.  I considered taking the border off the boxes that I added; however, after looking at it both ways I decided that it was needed to define the proportion.  I wanted to have one panel where I highlighted the museum information and I decided that this was the panel that best allowed this expression.
